In an absolutely stunning location in one of the prettiest valleys we have seen on the 
English/Welsh Border Darren Cottage sits elevated above the Mill stream with views 
across most of the land included in this sale. Over many years the owners have 
worked hard on the gardens landscaping and clearing to make a truly charming vista 
with neat terracing and steps that are a real treat to survey. Historically Darren 
Cottage was two small cottages built for Mill employees, now converted into one 
delightful home. The actual working mill was moved many years ago to a higher 
position up the valley. The mill stream still wends it way through and down through 
the land with several timber bridges built to cross to the acreage on the opposite bank. 
An old Drover’s track led across a ford and on to the stone barn (now a wooden 
bridge), also well elevated it faces down the valley with wonderful views but is fairly 
well concealed from the cottage and may well offer an opportunity for conversion 
subject to planning consents. Further to this just below the barn is an old ivy covered 
ruin of an old Drovers Inn. 
Darren Cottage has been extended to offer a large Kitchen Breakfast Room and like 
most rooms in the house enjoys views of the gardens and valley. Recently refitted 
with classic units it offers space for table and chairs for informal dining and has neat 
tiled flooring. A glazed door leads through into a further reception room with doors 
leading through the ground floor Bedroom Suite and to a further Sitting Room which 
has a rustic fireplace with oak mantle shelf. 
The staircase leading from the Sitting Room to the first floor landing gives access to 
the two further Bedrooms and the Family Bathroom.  
Outside, the cottage can be accessed by two driveways; one recently constructed has 
gravel parking and turning area but on the other side of the garden is a further 
entrance with green parking area and in turn gives access to the old Drovers track and 
across the stream. The extensive gardens offer a sun terrace immediately outside the 
cottage with neat stone walling it overlooks the terraced gardens below, the 
established beds interspersed with neat crazy paving, gravel pathways and steps down 
to the stream etc. The gardens also include raised beds for vegetable and fruit, with 
espalier fruit trees growing against the block and brick outbuildings plus an old 
vinery, offering great potential for self sufficiency. There is a large workshop with 
power and a greenhouse etc.  
The acreage includes ‘Wheelers Wood’ which has been planted with indigenous trees 
and further areas of natural woodland which according to the vendor is in springtime a 
mass of bluebells. The rest of the land is in the form of paddock land or landscaped 
grassland. 
 
IN SUMMARY (Agents opinion) 
This cottage has real country charm & good sized rooms. The situation and land are 
really rather special. Certainly having the land and the possibilities which the barn 
offers will make this home stand out.  
The owners have worked incredibly hard on the gardens making a wilderness into a 
real haven with the mill stream adding to the beauty of the site and a real haven for 
wildlife.  
The cottage itself will need some minor attention i.e. the family bathroom does need 
updating and there is some damp in the one section of the dining room wall which the 
vendor has chosen not to hide by a quick lick of paint. Overall the cottage is in good 
condition with a modern kitchen and a very pleasing layout with a relatively new roof 



and frankly almost all homes of this age will require some maintenance work so we 
believe this is being honestly portrayed and the location, land & possibly the barn will 
be of equal interest to any buyer.
